His professional life gave him a great deal of opportunities to participate and to coordinate and lead nationally important projects in the field of public policy and administrative justice. Already in 1999 and 2000 he was entrusted with the task of deputy national coordinator for the Stability pact for South East Europe. He was in charge of intergovernmental coordination in the area of justice and home affairs including human rights protection. In the same period was also chairing the secretariat of the governmental comity for prevention of harmful privatization practices. He was in charge of legal support. 

As State secretary at the Ministry of justice in charge of European affairs was involved in many legislative projects and he was leading the negotiating team for accession to EU in the field of justice. Between 2002 and 2004 he was project leader of the twinning project between Republic Slovenia and Federal republic of Germany on the topic of efficiency of the justice system (SI02/IB/JH02). As part of the harmonization with the aquis a new law on data protection adopted in 2004 under his supervision and he was also in charge of drafting the law on European arrest warrant which included the chapter of personal data exchange in the area of criminal justice within EU and to third countries. 

As Deputy Minister of environment and territorial planning was directly in charge of drafting a new Law on spatial planning, that was adopted in 2007.  Part of the Law on housing under the responsibility of the Ministry of environment and territorial planning, includes regulation of video surveillance in condominium apartments that is covered by data protection rules.  This legislation was also drafted and administered by Mr. Starman between 2005 and 2007. As Deputy Minister for local government and regional policy, was in charge of the legal aspects of regionalization as a process of devolution of national powers.
During the Slovenian EU presidency was able to coordinate the establishment the first European grouping of territorial cooperation (EGTC). As nature park director was project manager of several EU funded green infrastructure and monitoring and research projects. He was able to establish and build large support for the protection of the only marine park in Slovenia in few years. 

As leading figure in an Ad hock governmental commission for national and international coordination of activities regarding placement of gas terminals in the Gulf of Trieste and its coastal area, was in charge of overall coordination with special emphasis on legal aspects. 

As part of the expert group of constitutional lawyers, nominated by the National Assembly, contributed to the drafting of the proposal for constitutional changes on the topic of the jurisdiction of the Constitutional court. 
Was nominated by the Italian province in the Commission of experts on the reconversion of thermoelectric power-plant, that produced an expert opinion in 2014.
He is a senior lecturer at the Faculty of public administration of the University of Ljubljana and European Law School. The topic of his habilitation lecture was “Personal data protection the comparative prospective”. He has been teaching civil and public law courses for fifteen years.
