The course aims to acquaint students with
fundamental concepts and views in ethics, and
further to connect this general discussion with
open questions and assumptions of ethics in
public life and the main ethical challenges of
contemporary world. Ethics is presented as a
basis for personal and social functioning, so the
course is linked with many other legal
subjects/courses. It specifically highlights the
ethical problems of Slovenian transition society
and discusses ethical traditions and questions
as a starting point of modern constitutional and
democratic  posits, human rights and
responsibilities of man and mankind.
