The course aims to acquaint students with
fundamental concepts and views in ethics, and
further to connect this general discussion with
open questions and assumptions of ethics in
public life. Ethics is presented as a basis for
personal and social functioning, so the course is
linked with many other legal subjects/courses.
It specifically highlights the ethical problems of
Slovenian transition society and discusses
ethical traditions and questions as a starting
point of modern constitutional and democratic
posits, human rights and responsibilities of man
and mankind.

Rok Svetli€¢ je zaposlen kot raziskovalni svetovalec v ZRS Koper, kjer je vodja Pravnega instituta
in €lan znanstvenega sveta ZRS Koper. Je tudi predavatelj na ISH Alma Mater Europaea,
Evropski pravni fakulteti in Fakulteti za drzavne in evropske Studije. Njegove glavne
raziskovalne teme so filozofija prava, ontologija in etika. Do leta 2020 je Rok Svetli¢ objavil 36
znanstvenih ¢lankov, 16 poglavij v monografijah, 5 monografij in en univerzitetni ucbenik.

Rok Svetli¢ works as a research counsellor at ZRS Koper, where he is head of the Institute of
Law and a member of the ZRS Koper Scientific Council. He is also a lecturer at ISH Alma Mater
Europaea, the European Law Faculty and the Faculty of Government and European Studies.
His main research topics are the philosophy of law, ontology, and ethics. By 2020 Rok Svetli¢
had published 36 scientific articles, 16 chapters in monographs, 5 monographs and one
university textbook.

In Slovenia, he passed the state lawyers' exam and is also a court interpreter for the
English language. Prior to full employment in the academia, he has been more than ten years a
legal advisor at the Constitutional Court of the Republic of Slovenia. He publishes articles at home
and abroad, and he has published several books. His areas of professional interest are mainly
theory and philosophy of law, constitutional law, legal history and English legal terminology. He
has been president of the Slovene council for the judiciary, and a member of the Council of the
National Agency for Quality of Higher Education of the Republic of Slovenia, while now he is
president of its Appeals Commission.
