improving the mechanism of sanctions) and
new approaches (e.g. changes of EU law and the
EU as a normative force; international (mixed)
trade agreements and the new cross-border
cooperation; the reform of the highest judicial
bodies and the multilevel system of protection
of human rights and fundamental freedoms).
