Special attention is given to the definition of the
subject area of individual civil, political,

The course primarily
deals with substantive human rights. Based on
the general understanding of human rights, this
course aims to illuminate specific cases from
national legal orders. This course examines
substantive issues relating to human rights of
individuals and groups, as well as issues
involving potential limitations of human rights
of individuals in the context of providing
security and protection of public order. This
course will examine international human rights
protection in the context of their daily
application.

Jernej has
worked at the European Ombudsman's Office, the Superior Court of the Republic of Slovenia, the
Law Institute in Ljubljana, the International Criminal Court, and has taught at the University of
Aberdeen, University of Lund, New York University and European University Institute.
