Predavanja so namenjena teoreti¢ni osvetlitvi
temeljnih konceptov prava Evropske unije, vaje
pa razpraviin analizi — tako sodne prakse Sodisc¢a
razpravi o prakti¢nih primerih in temah, ki
povezujejo teorijo s prakso.

The course is intended to provide an introduction
to the foundations of European Union law. It is
divided into two inseparable parts: lectures and
tutorials.

The lectures are dedicated to the theoretical
examination of the fundamental concepts of
European Union law, while the tutorials focus on
discussion and analysis — both of the case law of
the Court of Justice of the European Union and of
the highest national courts, as well as practical
examples and topics that connect theory with
practice.
