Vsebina:

Content (Syllabus outline):

Sportno pravo je izbirni predmet na
dodiplomskem Studiju prava, ki obravnava
temeljne pojme delovanja domacih in
mednarodnih Sportnih zvez, organizacije in
izvedbe Sportnih tekmovanj, pogodbenega
prava ter pravic in obveznosti deleznikov od
organizatorjev, sodnikov do Sportnikov.
Predmet obravnava tudi uveljavljanje varstvo
pravice do poStenega sodnega varstva v
Sportnih sporih. Predmet obravnava tako
javnopravne kot tudi zasebnopravne dimenzije
Sportnega prava. Obravnava njegove tako
organizacijske, gospodarske, upravnopravne
kot tudi dimenzije ¢lovekovih pravic.

Predmet na dodiplomski ravni Studija
obravnava predvsem vprasanja, povezana z viri
Sportnega prava, nastankom in uporabo
pravnih pravil na podrocju Sportnega prava, s
katerimi se na abstraktni in konkretni ravni
urejajo razmerja v Sportnem pravu. Posebna
pozornost je namenjena obravnavi skladnosti
norm Sportnega prava z ustavnimi in upravnimi
normami. Predmet obravnava tudi z vidika
teorije in prakse delovanje Mednarodnega
olimpijskega komiteja kot tudi Olimpijskega
komiteja Slovenije.

Obravnavali bomo tudi vprasanja, povezana z
vlogo Sportnih organizacij pri uresni¢evanju
Clovekovih pravic in oblike nadzora nad
pravnimi akti Sportnih organizacij z vidika
sodne prakse Mednarodnega arbitraznega
sodis¢a za Sport, slovenskega Ustavnega
sodis¢a in Evropskega sodis¢a za clovekove
pravice.

Sports law is an elective subject in the
undergraduate study of law, which deals with
the fundamental concepts of the operation of
domestic and international sports federations,
the organization and execution of sports
competitions, contract law and the rights and
obligations of stakeholders from organizers,
judges to athletes. The course examines the
protection of the right to a fair trial in sports
disputes. The course deals with both public law
and private law dimensions of sports law. More
specifically, it analyses with its organizational,
economic, administrative and legal as well as
human rights dimensions.

The course at the undergraduate level of study
mainly deals with issues related to the sources
of sports law, the creation and application of
legal rules in the field of sports law, which
regulate relationships in sports law on an
abstract and concrete level. Special attention is
paid to the consideration of the compliance of
the norms of sports law with constitutional and
administrative norms. The course also deals
with the operation of the International Olympic
Committee as well as the Olympic Committee
of Slovenia from the point of view of theory and
practice.

We will also discuss issues related to the role of
sports organizations in the realization of human
rights and forms of control over the legal acts of
sports organizations from the perspective of the
case law of the International Court of
Arbitration  for  Sport, the  Slovenian
Constitutional Court and the European Court of
Human Rights.

Law Institute in Ljubljana, the International Criminal Court, and has taught at the University of
Aberdeen, University of Lund, New York University and European University Institute.
