The aim is that students acquire
useful knowledge in the field of property law,
which will be a good basis for their professional
activities (either in the judiciary or in other legal
practices).

On the basis of the acquired knowledge, the
student will be able to independently analyse a
practical case, to define a legal problem, to apply
relevant legislation and to find an appropriate
solution for the concrete case. Good knowledge
and understanding of basic property law
institutes will enable quality work of future
lawyers (judges, lawyers, notaries) in this field.

Students will gain the following general
competences:

The basic knowledge that student should acquire
after successfully completed course consists of
knowledge of the general principles and
institutes of property law, both through legal
theory and case law. Theoretical knowledge and
acquired comprehension skills will be useful in
interpreting the legislation. Through knowledge
of the basic principles of property law and
institutes that are common in legal transactions,
students will develop their own skills of
understanding, legal thinking and analysing of
concrete cases.

Students will be able to actively participate in the
learning process. So they will be able to develop
their own thinking and research skills, as well as
analysing relevant literature and case law
(domestic and foreign).

Nana Weber je izredna profesorica za civilno in gospodarsko pravo na Evropski pravni fakulteti,
predstojnica katedre za Alternativno reSevanje sporov na Novi Univerzi in izredna profesorica za
delovno pravo na MLC Fakulteti za management in pravo Ljubljana.

Nana Weber is Associate Professor of civil and corporate law at the European Faculty of Law, New
University, Chair of Alternative Dispute Resolution at New University, and an associate professor of
labour law. She graduated from the University of Ljubljana Faculty of Law in 2003. She continued
her postgraduate studies at the same university and received a Master’s degree of Science in 2010
(Civil and Commercial Law) and a Doctor’s degree of Science in 2013 (Civil Law). In 2010, she also
graduated in Music Pedagogy at the Musical Arts (Professor of Music). Her professional legal career
began at different levels of the court, then she worked at the State’s Attorney Office, in a law firm,
and at the Ministry of Public Administration. She went freelance in 2016 and until recently worked
as a lawyer. She now runs Weber N., Legal Consulting, Analysis and Mediation, d.o.0. Her
experience as a mediator at the Ljubljana Mediation Centre, the Bar Association of Slovenia, and




the Ministry of Labour, Family, Social Affairs and Equal Opportunities, as well as a provider of out-
of-court dispute resolution for consumer disputes at the Ministry of Economic Development and
Technology, led to her decision to help resolve disputes informally within her own company. She
works as a mediator at the District Court in Ljubljana and the County Court in Kranj. She is also a
member of the State Examination Board for the State Lawyers' Examination (civil substantive and
procedural law) and choirmaster of the mixed choir at New University.

On a regular basis, she writes professional and scientific articles. Among other things, she is one of
the authors of the Family Code (Uradni list 2019), the author of the introductory explanations of
the Family Code (GV ZaloZba, Lexpera, 2018), editor and author of the Family Code (GV Zalozba,
Lexpera, 2024) and author of the professional collection Labour Law Questions and Answers (GV
Zalozba, Lexpera), which includes the books Termination of employment contract (2020), When the
Worker is Not at Work (Annual Leave, Payment for Annual Leave, and Other Absences from Work)
(2021)), and Employment Benefits (2023). She is also the author of the Introductory Explanatory
