Vsebina:

Content (Syllabus outline):

Studenti bodo spoznali temeljno anglesko
terminologijo s podro¢ja najpomembnejsih
pravnih panog in pravnih disciplin: uvod v pravo
s temelji pravoznanstva. Pri tem se bodo
seznanili z viri prava v evropski kontinentalni
pravni druZini in pravni druzini common law,
pravnim razlogovanjem v obeh pravnih
druzinah ter temeljnimi pravnimi pojmi (velike
razdelitve v pravu in temeljne pravne panoge,
pravni subjekti, pravni akti, pravice in
dolznosti).

The students will become familiar with English
legal terminology from key fields of law and legal
disciplines: introduction to law with the
fundamentals of jurisprudence. They will learn
about legal sources in the European continental
legal family and the common law legal family,
legal reasoning in both legal families and basic
legal concepts (major divisions and major fields
of law, legal subjects, legal acts, rights and
duties).




Studenti se bodo seznanili tudi s temeljno
anglesko pravno terminologijo na podrodju
ustavnega prava kot tudi prava clovekovih
pravic. Spoznali bodo tudi temeljne angleske
pravne pojme na podro¢ju gospodarskega
prava, civilnega prava, delovnega prava in
socialne varnosti ter kazenskega prava.

Studenti se bodo seznanili tudi z nekaterimi
najbolj znanimi sodbami anglo-ameriskih
sodis¢, spoznali bodo temeljne pravne slovarje
na tem podrocdju in tudi druge priro¢nike (npr.
za pravno pisanje v angleskem jeziku).
Predstavljeni jim bodo tudi temeljni problemi
na podrocju pravnega prevajanja in tolmacenja
na relaciji slovenscina — anglescina.

Poudarek bo na mednarodni pravni anglescini.

The students will also learn fundamental English
legal terminology in the area of constitutional
law and human rights law. They will also deal
with English legal terms in the area of business
law, civil law, labor law and social security law,
as well as criminal law.

The students will learn about certain most
known judgments of Anglo-American courts, get
familiar with most important English legal
dictionaries and other manuals (e.g. for legal
writing in English). They will also be presented
certain basic problems from legal translation and
interpretation from Slovene to English, and vice
versa.

The emphasis will be on international legal
English.

Marko Novak is Full Professor of Legal Philosophy, Legal Theory, and Constitutional Law at the
European Faculty of Law and Faculty of Government and European Studies, both New University.
He graduated from the University of Ljubljana in 1992, completed his LL.M. at the Georgetown
University Law School in the USA in 1994, and his doctorate in law at the University of Ljubljana in
2001. He has served as President of the Judicial Council of the Republic of Slovenia and member
of the Executive Board of the European Network of Councils for the Judiciary (ENCJ).

Jernej Letnar Cerni¢ je redni profesor za pravo &lovekovih pravic, upravno pravo in ustavno pravo
na Evropski pravni fakulteti in Fakulteti za drzavne in evropske Studije, obe Nova Univerza. Na Pravni
fakulteti Univerze v Ljubljani je diplomiral leta 2002. Za diplomsko delo je prejel Studentsko
PreSernovo nagrado. Doktoriral je v letu 2009 iz prava ¢lovekovih pravic in mednarodnega javnega
prava na Univerzi v Aberdeenu, Skotska, Zdruzeno kraljestvo. V zadnjih letih je delal na Evropskem
univerzitetnem institutu, Univerzi New York v Firencah, Mednarodnem kazenskem sodiscu,
Univerzi v Aberdeenu ter pri Evropskem varuhu ¢lovekovih pravic.

Jernej Letnar Cerni¢ is Professor of Human Rights Law, Administrative Law and Constitutional Law
at the European Faculty of Law and Faculty of Government and European Studies, both New
University. He graduated from the University of Ljubljana with the France PresSeren award. He
completed his Ph.D. in Law at the School of Law, University of Aberdeen, Scotland, UK. Jernej has
worked at the European Ombudsman's Office, the Superior Court of the Republic of Slovenia, the
Law Institute in Ljubljana, the International Criminal Court, and has taught at the University of
Aberdeen, University of Lund, New York University and European University Institute.
