Nana Weber is associate professor for civil and corporate law at the European Faculty of Law
New University, assistant professor for labour law and assistant professor for bussines



sciences at Ljubljana School of Business. She graduated from the University of Ljubljana
Faculty of Law, in 2003. She continued her postgraduate course in the same University and
received a Master’s degree of Science in 2010 (Civil and Commercial Law), and Doctor’s
degree of Science in 2013 (Civil Law). In 2010 Se gratuated in Music Pedagogy at the Musical
Arts in 2010 (Professor of Music).

Her professional legal career began at different levels of the court, then she worked at the
State’s Attorney Office, at lawyer and at Ministry of Public Administration. She went
freelance in 2016 and until recently worked as a lawyer. She now runs Weber N., Legal
Consulting, Analysis and Mediation, d.o.o.

Her experience as a mediator at the Ljubljana Mediation Centre, the Bar Association of
Slovenia and the Ministry of Labour, Family, Social Affairs and Equal Opportunities, and as a
provider of out-of-court dispute resolution for consumer disputes at the Ministry of
Economic Development and Technology, led to her decision to help resolve disputes in an
informal way within her own company.
