Reference nosilca / Lecturer's references:

Doc. dr. Marko Brus je visji sodnik na visSjem sodis¢u v Ljubljani. Na Pravni fakulteti Univerze v
Ljubljani je studiral v letih 1984 do 1989, na Ekonomski fakulteti s prekinitvami med leti 1985 in
1995. Magistrskega in doktorskega Studija prava se lotil na Ruprecht-Karls-Universitdat v
Heidelbergu (Zvezna republika Nemcija). Doktoriral je leta 1997.

Doc. dr. Marko Brus je spisal vec ¢lankov s podrocja civilnega in gospodarskega prava, in je
sodeloval pri izdaji razliénih pravnih strokovnih knjig. Je tudi izklju¢ni pisec knjig Uvod v zasebno
pravo, Splosni del civilnega prava, Ljubljana 2011 in Obveznostno pravo, Splosni del obligacij brez
zakonskih obveznostnih razmerij, Ljubljana 2014.

Assistant professor doctor Marko Brus is judge at the Court of Appeal in Ljubljana. He studied at
the Faculty of Law of University of Ljubljana between 1984 and 1989 and at the Faculty of
Economics, with some interruptions, between 1985 and 1995. He studied law to achieve the
degree of Magister Legum and Doctor of Laws at the Ruprecht-Karls-University in Heidelberg
(Federal Republic of Germany). He did his PhD in 1997.

Assistant professor Dr. Marko Brus wrote a number of essays on the civil law and business law. He
also made contributions to different legal texbooks. He is the sole author of textbooks Uvod v
civilno pravo (Introduction into the Civil Law), Ljubljana 2011 and Law of Obligations, General Part
of Obligations without the Obligations Based on Law, Ljubljana 2014.
